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Vote 1: Final Passage of H.R. 4872, the
“Health Care and Education Affordabil-
ity Reconciliation Act”; March 24, 2010
(Passed, 56-43); Roll Call #105; Christian
Coalition of America did not support.

Vote 2: Coburn Amendment 3556 to
H.R. 4872, the “Health Care and Educa-
tion Affordability Reconciliation Act’;
(“Viagra amendment for child molesters/
rapists”). March 24, 2010. (Failed, 57-42,
needed 60 votes to pass) Roll Call #73.
The Coburn amendment would have
reduced health care costs by preventing
fraudulent payments for prescription
drugs, prohibiting coverage of erectile
dysfunction drugs to child molesters and
rapists, and excluding coverage of abor-
tion drugs; This amendment would save
taxpayers tens of millions of dollars a year
by preventing payments for fraudulent
prescriptions by Medicaid and prohibiting
coverage of unnecessary drugs in the new
health care exchanges. Christian Coalition
of America opposed the parliamentary
scheme to “table the Coburn amend-
ment.”

Vote 3: Final Passage of Omnibus Ap-
propriations bill, December 13, 2009 (57-
35); Roll Call #374; Bill includes funding
for abortions in the nation’s capital; bill
lifts the 13-year-long ban on directly pay-
ing for abortions in the nation’s capital.

It also contains funding for the abortion
groups, Planned Parenthood and the UN-
FPA. (Republicans Richard Shelby, Thad
Cochran, and Susan Collins voted for the
bill.) Christian Coalition of America did
not support.

Vote 4: Passage of President Barack
Obamas first budget, S. Con. Res. 13 (as
amended); April 2, 2009, (55-43); Roll
Call #154. Obama’s budget will cost the
American people $3.6 trillion. Christian
Coalition of America did not support.

Vote 5: Robert Bennett Amendment
3568 to H.R. 4872, the “Health Care and
Education Affordability Reconciliation
Act”; March 25, 2020. (amendment failed
36-59) Roll Call #89. Amendment would
have effectively allowed citizens of
